Our  goa l  i s  to  l i ve  fo r  God ’s  g lory .  We  be l ieve  that  one  o f  the
pr imary  means  by  which  we  do  th is  i s  to  fu l f i l l  the
commandment  o f  Jesus  in  Mat thew 28 :18-20 .  Moreover ,  i t  i s
impor tant  fo r  Wedgwood  to  look  for  ways  to  engage  wi th
people  o f  var ious  nat iona l i t i es  and  backgrounds  in  fu l f i l lment
of  the  ca l l  to  make  d isc ip les  o f  a l l  na t ions .  Wedgwood  seeks  to
be  a  church  that  represents  the  d ivers i ty  o f  the  ne ighborhood
in  which  we  l i ve .

These  d isc ip les  who  are  formed a t  Wedgwood  wi l l  seek  to  be
ident i f ied  by  four  pr imary  character is t i cs .  We  wi l l  be  d isc ip les
who  worsh ip ,  pursue  an  authent ic  re la t ionsh ip  wi th  Jesus
Chr is t ,  fo l low H im in  da i ly  obed ience  (Romans  12 ;  Ephes ians
4 :1 ;  John  15 :5) ,  and  gather  corporate ly  to  worsh ip  together
through  s ing ing ,  p reach ing ,  and  serv ing  (Hebrews  10 :25 ,25) .  

Communi ty  i s  essent ia l  fo r  g rowing  in  our  fa i th .  There fore ,
we  want  to  cu l t i va te  b ib l i ca l  communi ty  as  fo l lowers  o f  Jesus
that  prov ides  oppor tun i t ies  fo r  encouragement ,
accountab i l i ty ,  care ,  fe l lowsh ip ,  and  serv ing  together .

God  has  over f lowed  in  H is  generos i ty  to  us ,  and  our  l i ves
must  be  a  condu i t  through  which  H is  love  and  grace  f low to
others .  Th is  invo lves  generos i ty  in  the  use  o f  our  t ime ,  our
ta lents ,  and  our  resources .

The  ca l l  to  make  d isc ip les  i s  a  corporate  and  ind iv idua l
respons ib i l i t y .  There fore ,  we  each  have  the  pr iv i lege  to  invest
our  l i ves  in  o thers  in  fu l f i l lment  o f  the  ca l l  to  make
d isc ip les .  We  asp i re  to  make  d isc ip les  who  wi l l  in  turn  make
d isc ip les .

Spir i t  Led
In  Ga la t ians  5 :17  and  25  Paul  ca l ls  us  to  walk  in  the  Sp i r i t .
The  Chr is t ian  l i fe  i s  a  ca l l  to  implement  the  knowledge
ga ined  f rom Scr ip ture  in  obed ience  to  Jesus  Chr is t .  I t  i s  a
ca l l  to  a l ign  our  l i ves  wi th  the  gu idance  o f  the  Sp i r i t  and
submi t  our  w i l l  to  the  wi l l  o f  the  Fa ther .

Pursui t  of  Uni ty
Jesus  prays  in  John  17  that  H is  fo l lowers  would  demonst ra te
a  un i ty  and  love  for  one  another  that  i s  not iced  by  a  watch ing
wor ld .  Paul  s ta tes  in  Ephes ians  4 :2-6  that  we  must  be  un i f ied
because  we ,  as  the  body  o f  Chr is t ,  a re  a l l  in  the  same fa i th
and  fami ly .  But  th is  un i ty  cannot  be  mainta ined  on  our  own.  I t
depends  on  us  a l lowing  God ’s  Sp i r i t  to  work  in  and  through  us
to  ach ieve  th is  un i ty .

Kingdom Over  Self  
In  Mat thew 16 :24  and  25  Jesus  te l ls  H is  fo l lowers  to  take  up
the i r  c ross  and  fo l low H im.  Th is  i s  a  ca l l  to  embrace  God ’s
wi l l  over  our  own pre ferences  or  comfor ts .  I t  i s  a  w i l l ingness
to  accept  the  cha l lenges  and  d i f f i cu l t ies  that  may  ensue  in
our  obed ience  to  Jesus  Chr is t .  But  Jesus  a lso  notes  that  th is
wi l l ingness  to  p ick  up  our  c ross  wi l l  u l t imate ly  y ie ld  an
eterna l  reward .

Adaptabi l i ty
In  James  4 ,  we  are  reminded  o f  a  s imple  t ru th .  We  do  not
know what  tomorrow wi l l  b r ing .  However ,  th is  does  not  mean
that  we  cannot  fo rmulate  p lans  for  the  fu ture .  Ins tead ,  i t  i s  a
ca l l  to  humbly  submi t  our  p lans  to  the  Lord  and  be  wi l l ing  to
accept  the  changes  He  p laces  on  our  i t inerar ies .  We  want  to
be  a  people  who  wise ly  and  humbly  make  p lans  for  the  fu ture .
However ,  we  must  a lso  be  open  and  wi l l ing  to  change  those
plans  i f  new oppor tun i t ies  a r i se .

The  B.L .E .S .S .  acronym prov ides  the  s t ra teg ic
means  by  which  we  seek  to  fu l f i l l  our  v is ion  o f
engag ing  those  in  our  communi ty .  Each  le t ter
represents  an  impor tant  component  o f
connect ing  wi th  o thers .  These  methods  are
demonst ra ted  for  us  in  Scr ip ture .

Bless
Before  engag ing  wi th  o thers ,  i t  i s  impor tant  to  beg in  wi th
prayer .  Jesus  modeled  th is  e lement  throughout  H is  ear th ly
min is t ry  (Mark  1 :37 ;  Luke  6 :12) .  Moreover ,  the  apost le  Paul
ca l ls  fo r  the  Ephes ians  to  pray  for  h im to  have  bo ldness  to  share
the  gospel  (Ephes ians  6 :18  and  19) .  There fore ,  we  must  ask  God
to  d i rec t  us  to  those  who  He  i s  ca l l ing  us  to  share  H is  love .  We
can  a lso  pray  for  bo ldness  and  wisdom in  how to  share .

Eat
Hosp i ta l i ty  was  a  foundat iona l  component  o f  the  cu l ture  in
Scr ip ture .  Numerous  passages  in  Scr ip ture  remind  us  o f  the
impor tance  o f  demonst ra t ing  hosp i ta l i ty  as  a  means  o f  car ing
for  the  needs  o f  o thers  (Hebrews  13 :2) .  Fur thermore ,  i t  i s
a lso  an  exce l lent  approach  to  connect ing  wi th  a  person  or
fami ly  as  a  means  by  which  to  l i s ten  and  bu i ld  a  br idge  o f
f r iendsh ip .  We  want  to  emulate  th is  hosp i ta l i ty  and  look  for
ways  to  connect  w i th  people  over  a  shared  meal .

Serve
Jesus  s ta tes  that  He  d id  not  come to  be  served  but  to  serve
(Mark  10 :43-45) .  We ,  too ,  a re  ca l led  to  serve  and  do  good  to
others  (Ga la t ians  6 :10) .  Th is  prov ides  an  impor tant  way  in
which  we  can  bu i ld  connect ions  wi th  people  through  tang ib le
acts  o f  serv ice  that  meet  the  needs  o f  people  in  our
communi ty .  As  we  l i s ten  or  share  a  meal  w i th  someone ,  we
can  learn  how we  may  be  ab le  to  serve  them bet ter .

Listen
In  John  4 ,  Jesus  in i t ia tes  a  conversat ion  wi th  a  Samar i tan
woman a t  a  wel l .  Throughout  th is  conversat ion ,  Jesus  l i s tens
to  her  as  He  d i rec ts  her  to  her  need  for  a  Sav ior .  L i s ten ing  i s
a  va luable  too l  in  engag ing  wi th  o thers .  James  1 :19  ca l ls  fo r
us  to  be  qu ick  to  l i s ten .  I t  i s  impor tant  to  take  t ime  to  l i s ten
to  the  s tor ies  o f  those  in  our  communi t ies .  We  must  look  for
oppor tun i t ies  to  hear  about  the  hur ts ,  needs ,  concerns ,  and
joys  o f  people  around  us .  As  we  do  th is ,  we  may  a lso  learn
how we  can  bet ter  serve  and  share  wi th  people  about  the
hope  that  i s  found  in  Jesus  Chr is t .

Share
Jesus  cont inua l ly  preached  the  ar r iva l  o f  God ’s  K ingdom to
those  who  would  l i s ten .  Th is  i s  beaut i fu l ly  i l lus t ra ted  in  the
conversat ion  between  Jesus  and  N icodemus  in  John  3 .  Jesus
not  on ly  l i s tened  and  served  o thers ,  but  He  a lso  shared  the
news  o f  God ’s  K ingdom.  We ,  too ,  must  look  for  oppor tun i t ies
to  share  the  good  news  o f  the  gospel  w i th  people  in  our
communi ty .
